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FRANKLAND DRIVES 
AND WALKS
There are numerous bushland reserves located around the Frankland area. The best way to see these is to drive to each one and then walk around on the kangaroo trails.
A – Quangellup, Manurup-Eulup & Mallawillup Rds
This drives takes you through the rolling farmland that borders Mount Barker on the west. This is beautiful country and a very pleasant drive. 

Take Muir Highway out of Mount Barker, turn right into Quangellup Road. Where Quangellup Road joins Manurup-Eulup Road, there is a wildflower reserve on the left corner and straight ahead. This area isn’t accessible during winter or after rain as it is very swampy. Once you’ve explored this area turn right into Manurup-Eulup Road. There are a few areas of natural bush on both sides of the road and these are worth exploring in Spring.

When you reach Boyup Road turn right. This road also has some lovely areas of natural bush on the road edge. Turn left into Mallawillup Road and follow this along until you see the turn-off to Lake Poorrarecup (Poorrarecup Road). Lake Poorrarecup is a lovely area to have lunch or a snack. It is a lake that is used by locals for water-skiing and boating in summer. There is some lovely pockets of natural bush around the lake and these are a haven for flora and fauna.

After leaving Lake Poorrarecup, turn left at the T-junction (Frankland-Cranbrook Road). There are a number of wildflower reserves along this road and all are well worth a visit. You can park your car on the side of the road, as long as it’s safe, and walk through the bush using the kangaroo trails. There is an old gravel pit on the right hand side of the road before you reach Frankland, and this is a good place to park and explore on foot. There are so many species of orchids and other beautiful wildflowers that you can spend a couple of hours exploring the area.
To return home just reverse your route, or, continue down the Frankland-Cranbrook Road until you reach Martagallup Road, turn right and follow this down to Mallawillup Road, turn left into this road and this will take you straight to Albany Highway. Turn right for Mount Barker.

B – Frankland township
You can continue along the Frankland-Cranbrook Road as this takes you right into the Frankland township. This small town has a beautiful picnic area on the right and has lovely pockets of remnant bushland which you can wander through.
